One block west of Route 22

From route 22, turn right going south or left going north at Burnham Drive 

Make first right; go past Haindl Field/ Rec Park

Haindl Field / Rec Park (used by Upper Division in the spring and Junior FutureStars in the Fall)

            Gabriel Rescigno Drive (formerly Park Drive) Eastchester 

One block west of Route 22; from route 22, turn right going south or left going north at Burnham Drive; field is at the corner

Eastchester High School (used by Travel Teams)

            65 Stewart Place

Field is in back of the High School Complex on Route 22. from route 22, turn right going north or left going south on Route 22 onto Lincoln

Place. School is one block east.

Dunwoodie Field (used by Senior FutureStars)

Field is bound by Dunwoodie, Alkamont, Ewart and Woodruff Streets in the north end of Eastchester

Route 22 north; turn left at Lakeview or Woodruff

Anne Hutchinson School-

From the Hutchinson Parkway south take exit 18 W-Mill Rd. The school is 0.5 mile down Mill Rd. 

and is on the left side. The fields are around the back of the school.

From Rt. 22 (White Plains Road)-if going south on Rt. 22 make a left turn and if heading north,

make a right turn on to Mill Rd. The entrance to the school is 0.25 miles ahead on the right.

Parkway Oval (used by Upper Division in the fall)

            Bronx Street and Railroad Avenue, Tuckahoe

Just before the Consulate Apartments

Midland Ave going north or Route 22/Main St. Eastchester going south into Main street Tuckahoe; pass through town and the railroad

station; turn right onto Lake Ave, right onto Bronx St and left onto Railroad Ave.

Concordia College (used by Eastchester Patriots)

            Rose Ave and Route 22

From route 22, turn right going north or left going south onto Rose Ave; field is on left

Bronxville High School (used by Travel Teams)

            177 Pondfield Rd, Bronxville      

>From Bronx River Pkwy south, exit at Desmond Ave and take next left onto Midland Ave; go two lights; school is on left

From Route 22, take Pondfield Rd west to Midland Ave or take Main St Eastchester into Midland by bearing left before the intersection with

Main St. Tuckahoe

Tuckahoe High School (used by Travel Teams)

            65 Siwanoy Blvd, Tuckahoe

From Mill Road (westbound), turn left (southbound) onto Route 22; at the third light, Highland Ave, turn left; go ¼ mile to Ridge Street and

turn right; at Middle Road, turn left; field is on the right behind the school.

Upper Scout Bronxville 

Alternate Directions to Upper Scout Field-Bronxville:

There are several Sundays at the end of May and through June and also in September and the beginning of October when the Bronx River Parkway is closed between the hours of 10:00 AM-2:00 PM for “Bicycle Sundays”. On those dates the following alternate directions can be used.

From points south:

Take the Hutchinson Parkway north to exit #13 that is the exit for the Cross County Parkway. Stay in the right lane because you will get off at the next exit, Exit #8, that says Rt.22, N. Columbus Ave.-Mt. Vernon. 

From points north:

Take the Hutchinson Parkway south and bear left on to the Cross County Parkway and get off at exit #8 that says Rt. 22, N. Columbus Ave.-Mt. Vernon.

At the end of the exit ramp make a left turn at the light on to N. Columbus Ave. and proceed for 0.8 miles to the fourth traffic light and make a left turn on to Pondfield Rd. Go for 0.7 miles to the third traffic light and make a left turn on to Midland Ave. From the first traffic light you come to on Midland Ave., the entrance to the field is exactly 0.1 miles ahead on your left. The entrance to the field is not well marked and if you cross over the small bridge that goes over the railroad tracks and the Bronx River Parkway, you missed the entrance to the field.

Upper Scout Bronxville-heading north on the Bronx River Parkway, bear right where the Bronx River Parkway splits into the Sprain Brook Parkway and continue on the Bronx River Parkway and take the first exit after the split, Paxton Avenue. This exit comes up very quickly after the split, less than 100 ft. At the end of the exit ramp make a right turn and proceed as far as possible straight ahead to the 2nd stop sign. Make another right turn and again proceed as far as possible to the next stop sign. Make a left turn and then an immediate right turn (50 ft.) into the field entrance that is not well marked. If you come to a traffic light, you went too far and missed the entrance. 

Heading south on the Bronx River Parkway, exit at Desmond Ave. and make a left turn at the end of the exit ramp and proceed to the first stop sign. Make a left turn and go over the bridge that runs over the parkway. As soon as you cross over the bridge, the entrance to the field is on the right but is not well marked. If you come to a traffic light you went too far. 

Parking for the field is at the end of a long driveway, 0.1 mile. It is important that the fire lane (white hashmarks) is kept clear of vehicles and the entrance to the Scout cabin is not blocked. You cannot park in the cabin area; it is private property. Parking along the side of the road leading to the field is permitted so long as there is no danger to cars entering or exiting. Local police patrol this area constantly and will issue summonses to offending vehicles and cars may also have stickers placed on them. If you are unsure, please ask an Eastchester club official or coach. 

Jarvis Bowl located at Eastchester HS -Follow directions to Eastchester HS and when pulling into the parking lot, proceed all the way to the back. The artificial turf field will be on the right but Jarvis Bowl is a natural grass field located just beyond the end of the furthest parking area.
